Summary of Basic Requirements
Missouri Requirements for Professional Development Hours (PDH)

All licensed professional engineers must earn 30 Professional Development Hours (PDH) every two years. Each hour is equivalent to 1 hour of instruction or presentation. Record keeping is the responsibility of the licensed engineer and can be a log or other attendance verification record. The backup for these records should be kept for four years, should the state licensing board wish to audit your license renewal application. Qualifying activities include seminars and instruction (including in house programs) which are relevant to your profession. The licensing Board does not pre-approve courses or activities. It is up to the licensee to determine whether the activity qualifies.

American Institute of Architects (AIA) Requirements for Learning Unit (LU) hours

Active AIA members must successfully complete 18 Learning Unit (LU) hours each year with at least 8 of those relating to health, safety and welfare.  Many states have continuing education requirements for licensing which LU hours satisfy.  Credit can be earned by using the AIA/CES Self Report Form, which can be found on line at:

SLCCC Education Resources Fulfil PDH and LU Requirements

Most SLCCC programs have been designed to meet the requirements in the  Missouri regulations for PDH and the AIA guidelines for LU hours. On the promotion for each program, the Council includes a notice that "This program has been designed to permit you to qualify for (x) Professional Development Hours (PDH) for Professional Engineers under Missouri statutes and (x) Learning Units (LU) hours through the American Institute of Architects."


For each program, the Council produces a certificate for participants, stating the title, date, instructor, content and number of PDH and LU hours the program should qualify for.  Records are kept at the Council office and certificates can also be received after the program.
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
